Research at Fordham continues to grow and expand. 

For example, Fordham’s comprehensive  grants and 

awards increased by 40% when comparing FY2021 

and FY2020. This comparison of the same periods of 

time shows faculty grants increased by 51%, even 

though we were working during this historic COVID-

19 pandemic.  

In addition, Fordham's external grants and awards 

increased by 32% during the first five months of FY 

2022 (from July 1 to November 30, 2021), compared 

to the same period of FY 2021. 

Research publications are also very impressive. Facul-

ty have published more than 60 books over the past 

academic year. Those 60 books include 40 books au-

thored by faculty, and 20 books edited by faculty - a 

very remarkable body of work overall for which Ford-

ham can take great pride.
